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PREFACE 

Procurement is an essential requirement for Baylor College of Medicine Children’s Foundation Uganda (BAYLORFOUNDATION UGANDA) for effective competition, promotion of fairness, value for money, integrity and transparency. 

The pre-qualification is a pre-tender process that will provide for a shortlist of suppliers for future bidding processes in our database. The pre-qualification is for goods, services, and works which are of routine nature. 

Pre-qualification is open to all suppliers, service providers and contractors who are eligible as per paragraph 2.3. It should be noted that pre-qualification does not predetermine a contract. The process, however, requires that the invitation for prequalification is extended to only those with necessary capabilities and resources. 

Suppliers and service providers who wish to be considered for BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA procurement contracts are expected to submit pre-qualification information as per the formats provided.

PART I: GENERAL PART(INTRODUCTION)
1.1 Scope of Application 

1.1.1 BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA invites applications for the prequalification of supplies/ goods, services and civil works described in Appendix B. 
1.1.2 throughout this document: 

(a) The “Applicant” is used interchangeably with “offeror” or “Bidder” to mean any prospective supplier/ vendor interested in supplying goods, services, or works to BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA. 
(b) “Application” means a bid or submission to be pre-qualified. 
(c) “Prequalification list” is used to refer to the list of applicants who have met the criteria for prequalification. 
(d) “BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA” means Baylor College of Medicine Children’s Foundation Uganda who is undertaking the prequalification exercise. 
(e) “Cable” is deemed to mean communication by use of telephone, e-mail and facsimile. 
1.2 Source of Funds 

1.2.1 BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA has various sources of funding such as donor funds (which constitutes the main source) and other sources towards the cost of the procurements described in Appendix B. BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA intends to use these funds for payments under the contract(s) or purchase orders resulting from the bidding for which this short list is conducted. 
1.3 Corrupt Practices 

1.3.1 It is BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA’s policy to require that, BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA Staff as well as Suppliers/ Providers observe the highest standards of ethics during procurement and the execution of contracts. In pursuit of this policy, BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA: 

(a) Defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows: 

(i) “corrupt practice” includes the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything of value by a vendor and/ or staff in the procurement process or contract execution; and
(ii) “fraudulent practice” includes a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA, and includes collusive practices among suppliers/ Providers prior to or after bid submission designed to establish bid prices at artificial, non-competitive levels and to deprive BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA of the benefits of free and open competition; 

(b) will reject a recommendation for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the Contract; and 
1.3.2 In pursuit of the above, BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA requires both the staff and suppliers to adhere to the relevant codes of ethical conduct. The Applicants are required to indicate their acceptance to this code through their declaration in the Application Submission sheet attached as ANNEX A. 
PART II: INSTRUCTIONS TO PROVIDERS

2.1 Introduction 

BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA will evaluate and short list all eligible applicants (suppliers and service providers) for the provision of various supplies, services or works for the financial years 2024/25 &2025/26. Once a firm has been short listed, it will be eligible for periodic invitations, to submit a quotation/ bid/ proposal for the provision of some or all of the supplies, services or works. BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA reserves the right to add similar types of supplies, services or works to the list in Appendix B. 
2.2 Objectives 

BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA invites sealed Applications from reputable suppliers/ service- providers for supplies, services or works for the provision of various supplies/ goods, services or works for the period stated above.

The list of items required during the above-mentioned financial years is given in Appendix B.                                                                                                          
2.3 Eligible Applicants and Countries 

2.3.1 An Applicant, and all parties constituting the Applicant, shall meet the following criteria to be eligible to participate in the BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA pre-qualification process: 

(a) The applicant has the legal capacity to enter into a contract; 

(b) The applicant is not: 

(i) Insolvent; 

(ii) In receivership; 

(iii) Bankrupt; or 

(iv) Being wound up 

(c) The applicant’s business activities have not been suspended; 

(d) The applicant is not the subject of legal proceedings for any of the circumstances in (b); and 

(e) The applicant has fulfilled his or her obligations to pay taxes and social security contributions (where applicable), PAYE for its organization and staff. 

2.3.2 All countries are eligible except countries subject to the following provisions. 

A country shall not be eligible if: 

(a) As a matter of law or official regulation, the Government of Uganda prohibits commercial relations with that country, provided that such exclusion does not preclude effective competition for the provision of supplies or related services required; or 

(b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, the Government of Uganda prohibits any import of Supplies from that country or any payments to persons or entities in that country”. 

2.3.3 Applicants shall not have a conflict of interest. All Applicants found to be in conflict of interest shall be disqualified. Applicants shall be considered to have a conflict of interest with one or more parties in this short-listing process, if they: 

(a) have controlling shareholders in common; or 

(b) receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy from any of them; or 

(c) have the same legal representative for purposes of this application; or 

(d) have a relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that puts them in a position to have access to information about or influence on the application of another Applicant, or influence the decision of BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA regarding this short-listing process; or 

(e) Participated as a consultant in the preparation of the design or technical specifications of the supplies, services or works that are the subject of this short listing/ prequalification. 
2.3.4
A firm shall submit only one bid in the same bidding process, either individually as a Bidder or as a partner of a joint venture. No firm can be a subcontractor while submitting a bid individually or as a party of a joint venture in the same bidding process. A firm, if acting in the capacity of Subcontractor in any bid, may participate in more than one bid, but only in that capacity. A Bidder who submits, or participates in, more than one bid will cause all the proposals in which the Bidder has participated to be disqualified.
2.3.5. Applicants shall provide such evidence of their continued eligibility satisfactory to BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA, as BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA shall reasonably request. 
2.4 Cost of Applying 

The Applicant shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its application and BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the short-listing process. 
2.5 Clarification of short-listing Documents 

A prospective Applicant requiring any clarification of the short-listing documents may notify BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA in writing or by cable at the client’s address indicated below. BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA will respond in writing to any request for clarification on the short-listing documents, which it receives no later than Fourteen (14) working days following the media advert. 2.6 
Amendment of Short-listing Document
2.6.1
At any time prior to the deadline for submission of applications, BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA may amend the short-listing Document by issuing addenda.

Any addendum issued shall be part of the short-listing Document and shall be communicated in writing to all who have obtained the short-listing document from BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA vide the organization website.
2.6.3
To give prospective Applicants reasonable time to take an addendum into account in preparing their applications, BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of applications.

PART III: PREPARATION OF APPLICATIONS

3.1 Language of Application 

The Application prepared by the Applicant, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the Application exchanged by the Applicant and BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA shall be written in English. Supporting documents and printed literature provided by the Applicant may be in another language provided they are accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant passages in English, in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the Application, the translation shall govern. 
3.2 Documents Establishing Applicant’s Eligibility and Qualifications 

The Applicant shall provide as part of its Application, the documentary evidence of the Applicant's eligibility, financial position (Financial statement and balance sheet for at least two years), capability, experience, historical contract performance, compliance with national or international quality standards to provide the services if a contract is awarded in the format provided in the Application Submission Sheet (Forms A1 – A7). Failure to provide the required information shall result in disqualification. 
3.3 Format and Signing of Applications

4.2 Deadline for Submission of Applications 

Applications must be received by BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA no later than Friday November 22nd 2024 at 4:00pm Local Time. 
4.3 Late Applications 

Any Application received after the deadline for submission of Applications prescribed by BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA will be rejected.
PART V: OPENING AND EVALUATION OF APPLICATIONS

5.1 Opening of Applications by BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA  

5.1.1 All received applications will be internally by an evaluation panel.
5.1.2 No Application shall be rejected at Application opening, except for late Applications, which shall not be opened. However, for all applications that do not confirm payment of the non-refundable fees shall only be recorded but no further assessment shall be made. 
5.2 Evaluation Criteria of Applications: 

(a) BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA will carry out the evaluation of proposals on the basis of their responsiveness to: 

Eligibility of the applicant – in respect to the general eligibility (copies of memorandum and articles of association, registration certificates, Tax registration, and powers of attorney for authorized representative) requirements as specified in Appendix C, nationality of the applicant, conflict of interests and suspension, and joint venture requirement. 

Financial Situation – to evaluate the suppliers/ provider’s financial strength and credit worthiness. The evaluation criteria will seek to assess the applicants’ financial performance including average annual turnover, access to line of credit from financial institutions. 
Capacity – to provide after-sales service for goods or services provided or the production capacity vs. current commitments to demonstrate the supplier/ service provider’s technical and financial capacity to meet delivery timelines. 

Experience – in the sector (general experience) and in similar assignment/ contracts (specific experience). To evaluate the supplier’s/ provider’s experience in the delivery of assignments or contracts in the category of goods and services applied for, the qualifications and competence of staff, experience in the region/ country. The minimum requirements are five contracts/ assignments in the past two years. 

Historical contract performance – the applicant will be required to furnish information related to the history of their performed and non-performing contracts and pending litigation if any. Bidders should  accompany  their  applications  with copies  of  current  and  past  contracts  executed.

Compliance with national or international Quality standards – to evaluate the applicant’s compliance with the required standards for the products offered (i.e. 

Pharmaceuticals etc), or evidence of National and International acceptance of its services. 

Applicants  will  also  be  subjected  to  mandatory  verification   to  ensure  that  there are not  debarred / blacklisted  both  nationally and  internationally-  this  will  include  verifying  from United Nations Sanction list ,  US government System  for  Award Management i.e. SAM.GOV and  the  PPDA  website  for  blacklisted service providers.
Pharmaceutical and Medical  related suppliers- in addition to the above mentioned requirements,  they should  provide  current  and   previous  year’s copies of  Certificate of practice  of their Pharmacist, NDA  Certificate  of suitability of premises, NDA Operation license, a list  of their  major suppliers and date  of starting  whole sale business. If currently importing or exporting, valid copies of the necessary NDA permits should be provided.

Laboratory Equipment’s/ Reagents  suppliers:  - In addition to the above  mentioned requirements, they shall  provide proof  of quality assurance, list of sources  of their  products, Manufacturer’s  authorization  (where applicable), copy of certificate of registration of their technical  persons in charge, proof of ability  to service  the equipment being supplied

(b) Any application that fails to meet the requirements in 5.2 (a) will be considered unsuitable and shall be rejected at this stage. 
5.3 Clarification of Applications 

5.3.1 During evaluation of the Applications, BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA may, at its discretion, ask the Applicant for clarification of its Application. A request for clarification shall be signed and sent to a bidder by the chairperson of the evaluation committee or designated person. 
5.3.2 A bidder shall be instructed to reply to clarifications in writing within a specified time, addressing their responses to the chairperson of the evaluation committee or designated person. 

5.3.3 BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA shall ensure that all replies are promptly forwarded to the chairperson of the evaluation committee. 

5.3.4 Failure of a bidder to respond to a request for clarification may result in the rejection of their bid. 

5.4 Contacting BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA
5.4.1 No Applicant shall contact BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA on any matter relating to its Application from the time of Application opening to short listing of Applicants. 

5.4.2 Any effort by the Applicant to influence BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA in its decisions on the Application evaluation may result in the rejection of the Application. 
5.5 Confidentiality 

5.5.1 Information relating to the evaluation of applications, and recommendation for short listing, shall not be disclosed to Applicants or any other persons not officially concerned with such processes until the notification of short listing is made to all Applicants. 

5.5.2 From the deadline for submission of applications to the time of notification of the results of the short listing, any Applicant that wishes to contact BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA on any matter related to the short-listing process, may do so but only in writing. 

PART VI: SHORT LISTING 

6.1 Notification to the Short-listed Applicants 

BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA will notify all Applicants in writing by registered letter or by cable, that they have been short listed to provide works, services or supplies for the financial years 2024/2025 &2025/2026.
6.2 Inspection and Due Diligence
BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA reserves the right to conduct a due diligence and physical inspection of the premises of the Applicant at its own cost and discretion. If, after the inspection, it is deemed that the physical structure and quality of service equipment is unsatisfactory, then the Application will be rejected. BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA reserves the right to verify all information submitted. 
6.3 Currency 

All monetary/financial information furnished, must be quoted in either Uganda Shillings (UGX) or   US Dollars (USD). 
6.4 Changes in Qualifications of Applicants 

6.4.1 Applicants and those subsequently short listed or conditionally short listed, shall inform BAYLOR FOUNDATION-UGANDA of any material change in information that might affect their qualification status. Providers shall be required to update key short-listing information at the time of bidding. 

6.4.2 Prior to award of contract, the best evaluated bidder will be required to confirm its continued qualified status in a post-qualification review process.

(i) Trafficking in persons (as defined in the Protocol to Prevent, Suppress, and Punish Trafficking in Persons, especially Women and Children, supplementing  the  UN  Convention  against  Transnational  Organized Crime) during the period of this contract

(ii) Procurement of a commercial sex act during the period of this award; (iii)         Use of forced labour in the performance of this award;

(iv)         Acts  that  directly  support  or  advance  trafficking  in  persons, including the following acts:

a) Destroying,  concealing,  confiscating,  or  otherwise  denying  an employee access to that employee's identity or immigration documents;

b) Failing   to   provide   return   transportation   or   pay   for   return transportation costs to an employee from a country outside Uganda

to the country from which the employee was recruited upon the end of employment if requested by the employee, unless:

o Exempted in writing from the requirement to provide or pay for such return transportation by the Customer; or

o the  employee is a  victim  of human  trafficking  seeking  victim services  or  legal  redress  in  the  country  of  employment  or  a witness in a human trafficking enforcement action;

c) Soliciting a person for the purpose of employment, or offering employment, by means of materially false or fraudulent pretences, representations, or promises regarding that employment;

d) Charging employees recruitment fees; or

e) Providing or arranging housing that fails to meet the Uganda housing and safety standards.

PROHIBITION ON THE PROMOTION OR ADVOCACY OF THE LEGALIZATION OR PRACTICE OF PROSTITUTION OR SEX TRAFFICKING

Baylor Foundation Uganda is opposed to prostitution and related activities, which are inherently harmful and dehumanizing, and contribute to the phenomenon of trafficking in persons. None of the funds made available under this agreement shall  be  used  to  promote  or  advocate  the  legalization  or  practice  of

prostitution or sex trafficking.

CHILD SAFE GUARDING

Because Baylor Foundation Uganda is a child focused health organization, and therefore this contract may involve children, or personnel engaged in the implementation

of the award may come into contact with children, there is an inherent risk of

child abuse, exploitation, or neglect. To avoid or mitigate this risk, therefore, the Service Provider or contractor agrees to at all material times abide by the following child safeguarding core principles:

1)  Ensure compliance with Uganda and local child welfare and protection legislation   or   international   standards,   whichever   gives   greater protection, and with Laws of Uganda where applicable;

2)  Prohibit all personnel from engaging in child abuse, exploitation, or neglect;

3)  Consider child safeguarding in project planning and implementation to determine potential risks to children that are associated with project activities and operations;

4)  Apply  measures  to  reduce  the  risk  of  child  abuse,  exploitation,  or neglect, including, but not limited to, limiting unsupervised interactions with children; prohibiting exposure to pornography; and complying with applicable laws, regulations, or customs regarding the photographing, filming, or other image-generating activities of children;

5) Promote child-safe screening procedures for personnel, particularly personnel whose work brings them in direct contact with children; and

6)  Have a procedure for ensuring that personnel and others recognize child abuse, exploitation, or neglect; mandating that personnel and others report allegations; investigating and managing allegations; and taking appropriate action in response to such allegations, including, but not limited to, dismissal of personnel.

7)  Create a  safe  space  where  any  occurrence  of  child  abuse  can  be reported without fear.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

A conflict of interest in the award, administration, or monitoring of subawards arises  when  an  employee,  officer,  or  agent,  any  member  of  his  or  her immediate family, his or her partner, or an organization which employs or is about to employ any of these parties, has a financial or other interest in or a tangible personal benefit from a non-federal entity considered for a subaward.

The Service Provider or Contractor shall neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favours, or anything of monetary value. The Service Provider or Contractor must disclose any conflict of interest in writing within 10 calendar days of the discovery of the conflict of interest.

DISPUTE RESOLUTIONS: 

(i)
If at any time a dispute or difference shall arise between the parties hereto, the parties shall in the first instance attempt to resolve the dispute between themselves through their chief Executives or management officials within 30 working days.

(ii)
 If the parties fail or become incapable or unable to resolve the dispute each party hereto shall appoint one arbitrator of their choice and both Arbitrators shall meet at any place in Uganda and resolve the dispute in not more than 60 working days and each party shall bear their own costs of arbitration.

(iii)
In the event of failure by the arbitrators to resolve the dispute to the satisfaction of both parties within the aforesaid period, the 2 arbitrators shall appoint an umpire to chair the arbitration tribunal to determine the dispute finally. 

TERMINATION

This Agreement may be terminated: 

a)
By either party:


i)
If any party commits a breach of any of his / its obligations hereunder and The Customer shall have served a notice in writing specifying the breach and requiring the consultant to remedy the same within fourteen (14) days of the receipt of such notice and if the consultant shall have failed to remedy such breach before expiration of the said notice; or

ii)
If any party being Company enters into liquidation whether compulsorily or voluntarily otherwise than for the purpose of amalgamation or re-construction or has a Receiver or Manager appointed over the whole or any part of its assets or compounds with its creditors or ceases or threatens to cease to carry on its present business or be unable to pay its debts within the meaning of section 3 (1) of the insolvency act of 2011 or any statutory modification or re-enactment thereof or if The service provider being a person shall commit an act of bankruptcy, or shall die, or shall have a receiving order made against him or shall compound or negotiate for any composition with his creditors.

iii)
If at any time execution is levied against any of the goods of The Service provider and such execution is not stayed or satisfied within ten (10) days.

iv)
Upon termination of the contract, the Client shall be entitled to a refund of the unutilized rent for the remainder of the unused period of the tenancy.

Notwithstanding the provisions of this Agreement, any party wishing to vary any of the terms of the Agreement should send written notification to the other party and give at least thirty (30) days’ notice within which both parties should discuss and agree on the proposed variation. Upon agreement between both parties, such variation shall become part of this agreement. 

FORCE MAJEURE

In the event of any strike, lock-out, other labor disputes, mechanical breakdown of vehicles, fuel shortages, traffic congestion, obstruction of any private or public highway or any action hostilities, riots and civil commotion or any circumstances (whether or not of similar nature to the foregoing) over which the Company has no control which cessation of or substantial interference with the performance of the service by The Company under this contract the duty of The Company to perform the said services shall without incurring any liability whatsoever to The Client forthwith be suspended until such suspension and sum already paid hereunder in respect of such period shall be credited to the period following the resumption of the said services PROVIDED that at any time during the period of such suspension either party may serve upon the other 15 days’ notice of termination in writing and unless the said services have been resumed before the expiration of such notice the Contract shall terminate in accordance with such notice.
ASSIGNMENT/ SUBCONTRACTING

The Service Provider shall not assign its rights or obligations under this Agreement, in whole or in part, nor enter into any subcontract to perform any portion of this Agreement, without the written consent of the Client.

CONFIDENTIALITY

The Service Provider agrees not to discuss its performance of services under this  Agreement  with  any  third  party  without  Baylor  College  of  Medicine

Children’s Foundation Uganda’s written consent.  The Service Provider agrees

to hold in confidence for the benefit of Baylor College of Medicine Children’s Foundation Uganda any confidential information which may be disclosed to The Service Provider, or to which The Service Provider may have access, as a result  of  this  Agreement,  including  the  results  of  The  Service  Provider’s services hereunder.

 LIABILITY

The Client undertakes no liability whatsoever or howsoever arising

[whether under the express or implied terms of this Agreement or at common law or in any way] in respect of loss or damage or injury SAVE WHERE it is

cogently proved that the loss or damage was due to the negligence of the

Client or that of its servants or agents in the performance of their obligations herein The Client has to be responsible for any loss, damage or injury caused by negligence of their staff or agents whatsoever.
