Subject of Disposal: Disposal by the sale to the Public of used motor vehicle tyres.

A. General
Scope of Bid: Baylor College of Medicine Children's Foundation-Uganda (Baylor Foundation - Uganda) invites bids for the purchase of the used motor vehicles described in Part 2, Description of Assets. This disposal process will  be  conducted  in  accordance  with  Baylor Uganda’s Procurement and Disposal Procedures and the procedures described in Bidding Procedures. Any resulting contract shall be subject to the terms and conditions detailed in the Contract.

Items: The items are described and listed in Description of Items. As per number Bidders shall be permitted to bid for one or more tyre lots.

Corrupt Practices: It is Baylor Foundation Uganda’s policy to require that Bidders and Buyers observe the highest standards of ethics during disposal and the execution of contracts.  In pursuit of this policy, Baylor Foundation Uganda:
(a)      Defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows:

(i)	“corrupt practice” includes the offering, giving, receiving,  or  soliciting  of anything of value to influence the action of an official in the disposal process or in contract execution; and
(ii)	“fraudulent practice” includes a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a disposal process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of Baylor Foundation Uganda and includes collusive practices among Bidders prior to or after bid submission designed to establish bid prices at artificial, non-competitive levels and to deprive Baylor Foundation Uganda of the benefits of free and open competition.
(b)	Will reject a recommendation for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the Contract;

(c)     will suspend a bidder or Buyer from engaging in any procurement and disposal proceeding for a stated period of time, if it at any time determines that the bidder or Buyer has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing, a Baylor Foundation Uganda contract.
Code of Ethical Conduct: In pursuit of the policy defined above, Baylor Foundation Uganda requires representatives of Bidders, Providers and Buyers to adhere to the relevant codes of ethical conduct.  The Code of Ethical Conduct for Bidders and Providers is available from Baylor Foundation Uganda and Bidders are required to indicate their acceptance of this Code through the declarations in the Bid Submission Sheet.

Opening of Bids: Bids will be opened internally by the Ad hoc disposal committee. The Ad hoc disposal committee shall evaluate all the bids and contact the winning bidders.

E. Evaluation of Bids
Criteria of Evaluation of Bids: The evaluation of bids shall be based on price only.
Evaluation of Price: Baylor Foundation Uganda shall correct any arithmetic errors in the bids, convert the bids to a common currency and rank bids to determine the highest priced bid.
Evaluation Currency:  The currency of evaluation  is  Uganda  Shillings  Bids  in  other currencies will be converted to this currency for evaluation purposes only, using the exchange rates published by OUNDA’s website on the date of the submission deadline
Best Evaluated Bid: The best evaluated bid shall be the highest priced bid and shall be recommended for award of contract, subject to any reservations regarding failure to meet the official valuation or reserve price.
Right to Reject: Baylor Foundation Uganda reserves the right to accept or reject any bid or to cancel the bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to contract award.

1.       Definition of Assets
The assets subject to this contract are as defined in the attached Description of Assets.
2.       Condition of Assets
BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA shall sell the assets on an “as is, where is” basis and shall offer no warranty or guarantee as to the condition of the
assets. The Buyer shall assume full responsibility for the assets from the date and time of transfer and shall bear all costs and risks associated with the assets thereafter.
3.       Payment
The Buyer shall make payment to BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA of the full Contract Price, as defined in the Agreement, within One week of the date of the Notification/Agreement. BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA shall issue a receipt for the payment. Payment shall be made by any method acceptable to BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA and shall be considered to have been made on the date that it is credited to BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA’s account.

The Buyer shall contact the official named in the Agreement, at UGANDA’s address, as specified in the Agreement, to arrange a date and time for the collection of the assets. The Buyer shall sign a Handover Certificate, certifying receipt of the assets, at the time of transfer.
5.        Corrupt Practices
It is BAYLOR FOUNDATION UGANDA’s policy to require Bidders and Buyers for contracts for assets, observe the highest standard of ethics during the disposal process and execution of such contracts.
